If 
the student believes the wrong lunch order was given to them, staff will double-
check to confirm. Our kitchen staff plans well in advance so please know that BAIS 
cannot cancel lunch orders during the week before or during the week of the 
order.  If your student will be away, thank you for letting us know well ahead of time 
and we will do our best to cancel and refund the order.   
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One expected student outcome at BAIS is social responsibility.  Under the leadership of Mr. 
Whitehurst and through partnership with our teachers, Week Without Walls plans are 
already in place.  In fact, you can expect to receive permission slips soon.  This is a time of 
intense focus on identifying local, national, or international needs and doing something to 
meet those needs.  We expect our graduates to continue this mentality into adulthood and 
be true servant-leaders.  Please be in prayer for safety for everyone involved and that our 
light would shine brightly as we serve with joy!
